The Manitoba 5 Pin Bowlers Association Inc. is an organization of zones consisting of local
bowling associations in Manitoba and shall operate as the governing body of five pin bowling in
the Province of Manitoba.

Objectives

1. To provide, adopt and legislate for and amongst its members, uniform rules and regulations
governing the manner and method of playing the sport of five-pin bowling.

2. To fix and determine by rules and regulations, the qualifications of all bowlers, teams and
local associations who are members of the association, for participation in any events under
the  jurisdiction  of  the  Association  and  as  directed by  the  Canadian  5  Pin  Bowlers’
Association.

3. To  maintain  proper  communication  and  liaison  between  the  local  Associations  and  the
Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers’ Association.

�� To encourage, promote and develop amongst its members and all bowlers in general the sport
of five-pin bowling in the province of Manitoba and to assist others interested in the sport.

Membership and Organization

�� This  association  shall  be  a  representative,  legislative  and  executive  body  and  shall  be
comprised of zones as defined by the by-laws of this Association.  Only one membership
application shall be accepted from each zone.

�� Application for membership in the Association shall be made to the Secretary no later than
July 31st of each year, accompanied by a list of the officers of the local association.

3.   As  a  requirement  for  membership  each  zone  must  pay  an  affiliation  fee  no  later  than
September 1st of each year.  
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4Proposed changes to the constitution must be submitted in writing thirty (30) days prior to the
Annual General Meeting of the Association.

�� It shall be in order for any accredited representative to move the suspension of the above rule
to discuss an amendment.  Only one change shall be discussed on such suspension and the
motion shall be deemed to have been passed if two-thirds of the votes cast are in favor. 

Board of Directors, Officers and Committees

Effective July 1st, 1988, the election of a director will be for a two-year term.  One half of the
directors will be elected at an Annual General Meeting hosted in an even year and one half will
be elected in the subsequent and odd years.    Should the position of  an elected director  be
vacated due to death, resignation or any other cause, the president or by majority of the board,
will have the authority to fill that vacancy for the balance of the current season.  At the next
Annual General Meeting, any uncompleted portion of the term will be filled by election by the
person receiving the highest number of votes after those who were elected to the position subject
to election at that meeting.  

1a. The Board of Directors of the M5PBA is made up of eight (8) members. At the Annual
General Meeting, there shall be four (4) people elected to the Board each year, to serve for a two
year term.  All Board positions will be voted on in selected years as follows:

1b.Starting in the 2010 season and continuing each even year  that follows, positions will  be
voted on for a two (2) year term in the following order: 
President
Assistant Tournament Chairperson
Chairperson of Marketing
Chairperson of Public Relations

1c. Starting in the 2011 season and continuing each odd year that follows, positions will be voted
on for a two (2) year term in the following order:
Vice President/Advisory & Constitution
Secretary
Treasurer
Tournament Chairperson

1d. Should a sitting director, in mid-term, desire to run for office in a position outside his/her
term, he/she must first vacate/resign from their current position. Following the normal election
process, a new election shall  be held among all  delegates to elect a director for the vacated
position on a one (1) year term until the next normal election cycle for that particular position.

1e. Any director missing three (3) consecutive meetings without due cause may be suspended
from the board.

1f. The Board of Directors will be elected by the two (2) Voting Delegates of each of the zones,
two (2) voting delegates from the Board of Directors and one (1) from the Master  Bowlers
Association of Manitoba 

2(a) Each zone shall be allowed to appoint two (2) delegates to the board.   At no time will the
appointed delegates exceed Directors.

2 (b). In the event that an increase in zones is established within the association during an Annual
General Meeting, the board of directors shall have the authority to establish additional “Member
Without Portfolio” positions, as a Director of the Board, in order to satisfy the requirement of
item two 2(a) above

2 (c) The Board of Directors will, from time to time, establish committees as determined by the
bylaws of the association.

3. The association delegates to the C5PBA meetings shall be the president and any director of the
association as elected by the voting delegates

Duties

President
The President shall preside at all meetings and shall perform the duties pertaining to that office.
In  the case of  a tie vote,  the President  shall  have the deciding vote.  In  the absence of  the
President, the Vice-President, and in his/her absence, shall perform the duties of this office. The
President shall be the Chairman of the Executive Committee. 

Vice-President/Advisory & Constitution
The  Vice-President  shall  act  as  chair  in  the  absence  of  the  President.  The  function  of  this
portfolio shall include:

� The complete  operation of  the annual  Cash Draw,  and to  provide leadership  to  the
M5PBA in regards to fundraising opportunities by way of raffles, etc. in co-operation
and with the assistance of the Marketing chair.

�  To ensure the integrity of the organization is upheld by all executive members, members
at large and the general body of 5-pin bowling. 

� To  review the operating  by-laws and  constitution  are  current  and  contain  the  most
effective guidance in the operation of our board and our sport.

� Maintenance of the membership lists for the province based on information received
from the zones

Secretary
The Secretary shall keep an accurate record of attendance and of the minutes of all meetings. To
ensure copies of minutes are presented, by mail or email, to all executive members of the board
of directors and to all zone delegates, within a maximum time frame of two (2) weeks after each
meeting. A complete copy of all minutes, agendas and the book of motions shall be maintained
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by the secretary of the M5PBA and be presented or available at each meeting in its complete
context. 

Treasurer
The Treasurer shall be responsible for carrying out all duties of that office in regard to the receipt
and disbursement of funds, and the maintenance of a proper set of records. Cheques must bear
the signature of 2 of the following Directors; Treasurer, President, Vice President Tournament
Chair.  A complete set of records must be maintained according to standards of the general
acceptance guidelines for financial record keeping. An up to date monthly statement must be
available to all members in good standing attending board minutes. A complete financial report
must be maintained and available at all meetings or upon request by any member of the board of
directors

  
KHP & Marketing
To provide pertinent information, documentation and support for the complete operation of the
Kid’s Help Phone campaign. To maintain records from year to year, to forward money’s raised
to the Treasurer in a timely fashion and to keep the board of directors up to date on results,
events, etc pertaining to this portfolio.
To chair the Marketing Committee, with a membership of four active participants, to actively
peruse a marketing campaign by recognizing community support opportunities whereas financial
gain and/or reward can be gathered to gain benefit to both the M5PBA and it’s members. To
continue support of current sponsorship and keep a record of contributions for all events as:

Tournament Chair
To oversee the complete operation of all M5PBA tournaments as outlined and agreed upon at the
Annual General Meeting. To work in harmony with the local zone tournament directors hosting
each event. To chair the tournament committee meeting prior to the Annual General Meeting and
to report, to the board of directors, recommendations and outlines for each scheduled event of the
season.

Assistant Tournament Chair
The Assistant Tournament Chair shall act as Tournament Chair in the absence of the Tournament
Chair. This position shall assist the Tournament Chair in the operation of all tournaments within
the jurisdiction of the board of directors of the M5PBA.

Public Relations & Website Chair 
To actively pursue recognition for our sport by regular communication with all media outlets,
sport affiliations, web sites, etc. To design a community relation’s portfolio to assist in the flow
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of information to all bowlers, proprietors, provincial sport bodies and the general communities
located in the province of Manitoba.

Meetings

�� The Board of Directors will  hold meetings at  a minimum of every two months,  general
meetings and special meetings in accordance with the by-laws of this Association.

2.    An Annual General Meeting of the Association must be held once a year no later than June
30th.

3.    Each zone shall be allowed two (2)-voting delegates at the Annual General Meeting.  These
representatives shall be named prior to the start of the AGM.

4.    A Quorum for all meetings shall consist of not less than fifty percent (50%) of the eligible
      voting delegates, both directors and zone representatives.

5.   Voting by proxy shall not be permitted.

6.   Minutes of the Annual General meeting shall be completed and mailed to all zones and
voting delegates within sixty (60) days after the meeting

By-Law No. 1

A by-law relating generally to the 
Transaction of the affairs
MANITOBA 5 PIN BOWLERS’ASSOCIATION INC.
(Hereinafter referred to as the Corporation)

BE IT ENACTED IT IS HEREBY ENACTED AS A BY-LAW OF T HE CORPORATION:

Directors and Officers

1. Notice of Meetings – Notice of meetings of the board shall be given to each director not
less  than 48  hours  before  the time when the meeting is  to  be held  unless notice  is
dispensed with in writing by each director. 

2. Votes to Govern – At all meetings of the board every question shall be decided by a
majority  of  the votes  cast  on the  question;  and  in  case  of  an  equality  of  votes,  the
chairman of the meeting shall be entitled to a second vote. 

3. Interest of Directors and Officers Generally In Contracts – No director or officer shall be
disqualified by his office from contracting with the Corporation nor shall any contract or
arrangement entered into by or on behalf of the Corporation with any director or officer
or in which any director or officer is in any way interested by liable to be voided nor shall
any director  or  officer  so contracting  or  being  so  interested  be liable  to  account  or
arrangement by reason of such profit realized by any such contract or arrangement by
reason of such director  or  officer  holding that  office or  of  the fiduciary  relationship
thereby established; provided that the director or officer shall have complied with the
provisions of the Act.

4. Expenses—Subject  to  approval  by  the  board,  the  directors  shall  be  entitled  to  be
reimbursed  for  traveling  and  other  expenses  properly  incurred  by  them in  attending
meetings & tournaments thereof.  Any director may serve the Corporation in any other
capacity and receive remuneration thereof. 
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Indemnification

5. Indemnification of Directors and Officers – The Corporation shall indemnify a director or
officer of the Corporation, a former director or officer of the corporation, or a person who
acts or acted at the Corporation’s request as a director or officer of a body corporate of
which  the  Corporation  is  or  was  a  member  or  creditor,  and  his  heirs  and  legal
representatives, to the extent permitted by the act. 

6. Indemnity  of  Others –  Except  as  otherwise  required  by  paragraph  7  and  subject  to
paragraph 5, the Corporation may from time to time indemnify and save harmless any
person who was or is a party or is threatened to by made a party to any threatened,
pending  or  completed  action,  suit  or  other  proceeding,  whether  civil,  criminal,
administrative or investigative (other than an action by or in the right corporation) by
reason of the fact that he is or was an employee or agent of the Corporation, or is or was
serving at the request  of the Corporation as a director, association  or enterprise, against
expenses (including legal fees, judgments, fines and any amount actually and reasonably
incurred by him in connection with such action, suit or proceeding if he acted honestly
and in good faith with a view to the best interests of the Corporation, and with respect to
any  criminal  or  administrative  action  or  proceeding that  is  enforced  by  a  monetary
penalty,  has  reasonable  grounds  for  believing  that  his  conduct  was  lawful.   The
termination  of  any  action,  suitor  proceeding  by  judgment  order.  Settlement,  or
conviction, shall not, of itself, create a presumption that the person did not act honestly
and in good faith with a view to the best interests of the Corporation, and, with respect to
any  criminal  or  administrative  action  or  proceeding that  is  enforced  by  a  monetary
penalty, had no reasonable grounds for believing that his conduct was unlawful. 

7. Successful Defense – To the extent that a person who is or was an employee or agent of
the  Corporation  has achieved  complete  or  substantial  success  as  a  defendant  in  any
action, suit or proceeding referred to in paragraph 6, he shall be indemnified against all
costs,  charges  and  expenses  actually  and  reasonably incurred  by  him  in  connection
therewith. 

8. Right of Indemnity Not Exclusive – The provisioned for indemnification contained in the
by-laws of the Corporation shall not be deemed exclusive of any other rights to which
those seeking indemnification may be entitled under any by-law,  agreement,  vote of
members or disinterested directors or otherwise, both as to action in his official capacity,
and shall continue as to a person who has ceased to be a director, offices, employees, or
agent, and shall ensure to the benefit of the heirs, executors and administrators of such a
person.  

9. No Liability of Directors or Officers For Certain Acts, etc. – To the extent permitted by
law, no director or officer for the time being of the Corporation shall be liable for the
acts, receipts, neglects or defaults of any other director or officer or employee or for
joining in any receipt or act for conformity or for any loss, damage or happening to the
Corporation through the insufficiency or deficiency  of title to any property acquired by
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the  Corporation  or  for  or  on  behalf  of  the  Corporation  or  for  the  insufficiency  or
deficiency or any security in or upon which any of the moneys of or belonging to the
Corporation shall be placed out or invested or for any loss or damage arising from the
bankruptcy, insolvency or tortuous act of any person, form or corporation with whom or
which any moneys, securities or effects shall be lodged or deposited or which any loss,
conversation,  misapplication  or  misappropriation  of or  any  damage  resulting  from
dealings with any moneys, securities or other assets belonging to the Corporation or for
any other loss, damage or misfortune whatever which may happen in relation thereto
unless the same shall happen by or through his failure to act honestly and in good faith
with  a  view to  the  best  interests  of  the  Corporation  and in  connection  therewith  to
exercise the care, diligence and skill that a reasonably prudent person would exercise in
comparable  circumstances.   If  any  director  or  offices  of  the  Corporation  shall  be
employed by or shall perform services for the Corporation otherwise than as a director or
officer or shall be a member of a firm or a shareholder, director or officer of a company
which is employed by or performs services for the Corporation shall not disentitle such
director or officer or such firm or company, as the case may be, from receiving proper
remuneration for such services. 

Banking Arrangements, Contracts, etc.

10. Banking Arrangements – The banking business of the corporation, or any part thereof,
shall be transacted with such banks, trust companies or to her financial institutions as the
board may designate, appoint or authorise from time to time be resolutions and all such
banking business, or any part thereof, shall be transacted on the Corporation’s behalf by
such one or more officers and/or other persons as the board may designate, direct or
authorise from time to time be resolution and to the extent therein provided. 

11. Execution of  Instruments – Contracts,  documents or instruments in writing requiring
execution by the Corporation may be signed by the president and secretary or any two
directors designated by the boards and all contract, documents, or instruments in writing
so signed shall  be binding upon the Corporation without any further authorisation or
formality.  The board of directors is authorised from time to time by resolution to appoint
any officer or officers or any other person or persons on behalf of the corporation to sigh
and deliver contracts,  documents or instruments in writing generally or to sign either
manually  or  be  facsimile  signature  and  deliver  specific  contracts,  documents  or
instruments in writing.  The term “contracts, documents or instruments in writing” as
used in this by-law shall include deeds, mortgages, charges, conveyances, transfers and
assignments  or  property  of  all  kinds,  including  specifically  but  without  limitation
transfers and assignments or shares, warrants, bonds, debentures or other securities and
all paper writings.    

12. Borrowing – The delegates at the General Meeting must approve the Board of Directors
authorization to: 

a) Borrow money upon the credit of the Corporation
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By-Law No. 2

1.    All zones shall be responsible for holding qualifying rounds leading to all  Provincial
Championships and Tournaments.  Zones shall be responsible to the Association for the
proper conduct of such qualifying rounds.

2.         The official year-end of the Association shall be June 30th.

3. Expenses,  as approved by the Board  of  Directors,  shall  be paid  to  any/all  Board  of
Directors.

4.     No executive member shall be entitled to any remuneration for acting as an executive
member but each member shall be entitles to reasonable out-of-pocket expenses incurred
in carrying out his duties as Director or on behalf of the Association.

5.      The annual affiliation fee for each zone shall be decided by the board at the Annual
General Meeting.

6.(a)     Zones within the jurisdiction of the Association shall be as follows:

Zone 1 – CENTRAL MANITOBA, consisting of all associations in south and central
Manitoba, west of Winnipeg, bounded by the 53rd parallel, Saskatchewan border and a
line drawn from North to South, west of Winnipeg, excluding Westman and Winnipeg
zones and including Swan River, Birch River, Benito, Gilbert Plains, Dauphin, Russell,
Elphinstone, Ericson, Plumas, Minnedosa, Neepawa, Portage La Prairie, Treherne,
Carman, Pilot Mound, Rapid City and Rivers.  

Zone 2 – WINNIPEG, bounded by a line drawn from South of the  53rd parallel to the
United States border and east to the Ontario Border and including Winnipeg, Pine Falls,
Gimli, Stonewall Selkirk and Beausejour.

Zone 3 – WESTMAN, bounded on the east by PTH 5; west to the Saskatchewan border;
south to the United States border and North to the 50th parallel ( Highway 25) to meet
PTH  5  and  including  Brandon,  Carberry,  Glenboro,  Melita,  Ninette,  Boissevain,
Killarney and Shilo.

Any changes to any boundaries of the above zones for any reason, is subject to the approval of
the Board of Directors.

6(b) The Manitoba Five Pin Bowlers’ Association, Inc. at its sole discretion shall approve all
affiliated members.  Manitoba 5 Pin Bowlers Association, Inc. approved affiliated 

members are:
· Master Bowlers Association of Manitoba

The affiliated members shall be allowed to appoint one (1)-voting Delegate to the Board
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7.   There will be eight (8) elected directors on the Board of the Manitoba 5 Pin Bowlers’
Association, Inc.  The elected directors will be volunteers and that a bowling proprietor,
cannot sit as a Director of the Manitoba 5 Pin Bowlers’ Association, Inc.

8.      The committees of this Association shall be:
EXECUTIVE  COMMITTEE,  FINANCE  COMMITTEE,  TOURNAMENT
COMMITTEE,  TECHNICAL  &  EQUIPMENT  COMMITTEE,  CONSTITUTION  &
BY-LAWS COMMITTEE AND MARKETING COMMITTEE

 The Chairperson of each of these committees must be a Director of the Manitoba 5 Pin Bowlers’
Association, Inc.  Each committee shall set its own policies, procedures and programs subject to
approval  by the  Board  of  Directors.   Each  committee shall  submit  reports  to  the  monthly
meetings.

9.      The Board of Directors shall hold a minimum of four (4) monthly meetings per year and an
Annual General Meeting.  The President has the right to call meetings of the Board of  
Directors at his/ her discretion.  Special meetings can also be requested in writing, sent to 
the Secretary, signed by six (6) Directors of the Board outlining the purpose of the meeting.
Such meeting is held within seven (7) days of receipt of notification. 

10. Voting by Directors – All Directors will have one (1) vote at all monthly meetings, except 
the General Meeting whereby two appointed Directors and two delegates from each of the 
zones will have the vote. 

11.   Nominations for director – Nominations for the Board of Directors will only be accepted
from persons resident in one of the Provincial Zones who carry current Canadian 5 Pin
Bowlers’ Association membership cards.  Nominations will be accepted on official forms,
signed by two (2) other Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers’ Association card carrying members and
signed by the nominee indicating acceptance of the nominations.  The official nomination
form must be received at the Manitoba 5 Pin Bowlers’ Association, Inc. office prior to the
AGM. Nominations will be accepted from the floor

12.   The Board of Directors may replace any Director not fulfilling their duties.  This decision is
to be made by the Board of Directors at a Special Meeting.  Any director missing three (3) 
consecutive meetings without due cause will be suspended from the board.

13. That all those in attendance at meetings of the organization, with the exception of special
guests for the purpose of education or presentation, must hold a valid C5PBA membership
card and be a member in good standing.

14.  Changes to Constitution – changes to Constitution can be made only at an Annual General 
meeting.  Such changes must be submitted in writing to the office of the Secretary. All  
changes require a vote.  
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15.  Changes to By-Laws – By-Laws can be changed or voted on at any Board of Directors  
meeting.  All changes require a vote.  Votes are to be cast by the directors and delegates in

attendance at the meeting.  In the case of an equality of votes, the Chairman of the meeting will
have the deciding vote.  Changes are to be ratified at the Annual General Meeting.

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DECLARATION OF INTENT

All bowlers must bowl in the Zone of the Principal Residence.

Definition: As a guide, Principal Residence shall be the residence an individual uses for taxation
purposes, driver's license, etc.  Bowlers with more than one residence, such as commuters
living away from home for employment reasons and students living away from home for
school reasons, must contact the Provincial Office for a ruling.

B. Bowlers who currently compete in regular league play as a registered
member of C5PBA affiliated leagues in both the Zone of their principle residence and
another Zone. And they competed in regular league play in that other the zone the year
prior, must indicate in which zone they will  compete in M5 Tournaments, by filing a
“DECLARATION OF INTENT”

C. Bowlers  that  change  their  principle  residence  after  competing  in  M5
Tournaments in a preceding season for the Zone where their  previous principle residence was
located (Grandfathered Residence) may submit a “DECLARATION OF INTENT” to continue to
compete in M5 Tournaments  for the Zone of Grandfathered Residence on the condition that they
have  not  competed  in  their  Zone  of  Principle  Residence  since  their  move,  and  the  Zone  of
Grandfathered Residence accepts their Declaration of Intent.

A “DECLARATION OF INTENT” form must be signed by the Tournament Director of the Zone
in  which the  bowler  wishes  to  compete  and must  be provided to  the Provincial  Tournament
Director by OCTOBER 31st of the current bowling season.  If the “Declaration of Intent” is not

The Youth Challenge consists of three (3) steps:

  I Zone Finals
 II Provincial Championships
III National Championships

GENERAL RULES

 1. Open to all bowlers thirteen (13) years of age and not yet nineteen (19) years of age as of
DECEMBER 31, 2011.

 2. ENTRY DEADLINE as set by the M5PBA shall not be later than NOVEMBER 6, 2011.

 3. ENTRY FEE to be determined by the Zone Association and must include a C5PBA membership
fee for those bowlers who are not already registered members of the Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers'
Association.

 4. Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association rules and regulations shall apply in all rounds.

 5. Personal bowling balls may be used if facilities permit.  House balls must be used if the bowlers'
personal balls have not been returned (no delay of game).   The use of personal bowling balls is at
the bowlers' own risk.  The proprietor shall not be liable for any damages to personal bowling
balls. C5PBA rules state that only two personal balls are to be placed on the ball return. 

Personal bowling balls may be randomly inspected at any time during the tournament or on
completion of the tournament.  Personal bowling balls must meet the specifications as set by the
C5PBA.  Weight to be not less than 3lbs. 4 ounces and not greater than 3 lbs. 10 ounces.
Diameter to be not less than 4 3/4 inches and not greater than 5 inches (See C5PBA rule book -
Section A, Rule 6).

Penalty: Any scores rolled using non-regulation equipment in sanctioned league or tournament
competition shall be disqualified for C5PBA Record or High Score Awards and/or
shall nullify scores being used in qualifying for C5PBA sanctioned tournaments.

Should a question arise regarding the legality of a ball, the Tournament Committee has final say.
Appeals/complaints regarding personal bowling balls may be made following the procedure
outlined in the C5PBA Rule Book (Section A, Rule 18& 19). 

 6. Any article falling from a bowler's person on or over the foul line during delivery of the ball is a
FOUL.  Call the Judge of Play to retrieve any such article.

 7. At all levels of competition, there shall be a minimum fifteen (15) minute warm-up. 
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8. The consumption of alcohol, chemical depressants or stimulants (performance enhancing drugs)
is prohibited during all levels of competition.  Bowlers and/or coaches who are found to be under
the influence of such substances will be suspended from the remainder of the competition.

9. The use of chants, songs, cheers, etc. which contains profanity, slanderous remarks or words
which are deemed detrimental to the image of 5 Pin Bowling will not be allowed.  Use of such
illegal chants will result in forfeiture of game and repeated violation of this rule shall lead to
suspension from competition.

10. The use of profanity, of any nature, will NOT be tolerated!  A warning will be given, however, if
use is continued, the offender will be suspended from competition.

11. In case of any dispute, the decision of the Provincial Association Tournament Committee (for
Zone and Provincial levels of competition) and the Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association's
Tournament Committee (for the National competition) shall be final.

ZONE FINALS

1. The Zone Finals shall be bowled on or prior to November 6, 2011 as determined by the M5PBA
in a centre designated by the Zone association.

2. A. All bowlers must bowl in their Zone of the Principal Residence.

Definition: As a guide, Principal Residence shall be the residence an individual uses for taxation
purposes, driver's license, etc.  Bowlers with more than one residence, such as commuters
living away from home for employment reasons and students living away from home for
school reasons, must contact the Provincial Office for a ruling.

B. Bowlers who currently compete in regular league play as a registered
member of C5PBA affiliated leagues in both the Zone of their principle residence and
another Zone. And they competed in regular league play in that other the zone the year
prior, must indicate in which zone they will compete in M5 Tournaments, by filing a
“DECLARATION OF INTENT”

C. Bowlers that change their principle residence after competing in M5
Tournaments in a preceding season for the Zone where their previous principle residence
was located (Grandfathered Residence) may submit a “DECLARATION OF INTENT”
to continue to compete in M5 Tournaments  for the Zone of Grandfathered Residence on
the condition that they have not competed in their Zone of Principle Residence since their
move, and the Zone of Grandfathered Residence accepts their Declaration of Intent.

A “DECLARATION OF INTENT” form must be signed by the Tournament Director of
the Zone in which the bowler wishes to compete and must be provided to the Provincial
Tournament Director by OCTOBER 31st of the current bowling season.  If the
“Declaration of Intent” is not filed by that date, the bowler must compete in the Zone of
principle residence 

3. The Zone Finals shall consist of a minimum of four (4) games.
   
4. Each zone contingent will consist of 15 participants advancing to the Provincial Championship.
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5. The top five (5) men and five (5) ladies, based on total pinfall shall make up the Men’s and
Ladies teams.

6. The next two (2) men and two (2) ladies, with the 15th qualifying spot being awarded to either
man OR lady with the higher pinfall, shall make up the mixed team.

7. In the event of a tie for the final qualifying positions, a one (1) game roll-off shall be held to
determine final placing.

8. On completion of the Zone round, a complete list of ALL Zone Competitors is to be
submitted to the M5PBA along with the Entry Forms and the Tournament Summary Form.
This list will be separated into male and female competitors and will include the C5PBA
number. 

Coaches shall be selected for each team (Men’s, Ladies and Mixed) at the completion of the Zone
Finals.  All coaches must have full Community Coach Certification (Introduction to Competition (Level 2
recommended) prior to the Zone final and be a current C5PBA member in good standing.  Coaches
should be aware that only coaches with Introduction to Competition (FULL Level 2) Certification will be
considered to coach at the National Championships.  ALL COACHES MUST HAVE COMPLETED
THEIR RESPECT IN SPORT PROGRAM THROUGH SPORT MANITO BA BEFORE BEING
CONSIDERED FOR SELECTION. 

 
PROVINCIAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

  1. The Provincial Championships shall be bowled on December 3, 2011 at Evans Lanes, Neepawa
  
  2. All contingents shall be composed of the winners in the Zone Finals.  Only bowlers declared as

Zone Champions shall be eligible to participate in the Provincial Championships.  

  3.        A. In the event that a participant withdraws prior to the submission of team names, the next
qualifier may be selected.

B. In the event that a zone qualifier is unable to compete at the Provincial Championships,
all positions on the contingent shall be filled by the ninth (9th) place qualifier from the
Zone Finals.  (See General Rule #5)

            
             C.      If a Zone cannot field a FULL Contingent, they will be allowed to compete carrying a

maximum or 2 DOE scores.  These scores will be the lowest scores bowled by the
opposing team and will not be eligible to take the point.

D. As stated in General Rule # 5, For Zone and Provincial competitions, the Provincial
Association Tournament Committee reserves the right to complete the field and all
decisions by this committee shall be final. 

4. Each Competitor (Men's or Ladies or Mixed) must be dressed uniformly.  Bowling shirts or
blouses to be of the same design in registered Provincial Association colors with appropriate
provincial and bowler identification.  Pants **. Or skirts shall be black in color and of the
same design with a straight hemmed bottom (no fluorescent colours, denim, stirrups, shorts,
spandex, leggings, harem, ruggers, or sweat pants of any kind.) The pants, skirts shall not be
faded, torn, ripped, contain studs or pockets on the legs.  
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      Bowlers may have up to twenty-four (24) square inches of sponsorship logos and or   
      identification on each shirt.  Sponsors may vary between individuals. 
 
      No hats or caps or headgear will be allowed unless worn for religious or medical reasons

       **Pants -- Dress or casual pants, such as Dockers, Denver Hayes, Starter, Pacer or C5 pants
                         are included.

Penalty: Failure to adhere to the dress code rule will result in a maximum fine of $100.00 per
individual being levied against the zone association.

  5. The Provincial Championship shall consist of six (6) games. For the 2011 Provincials, these
games will be bowled over a nine (9) game block. 

  6. The lane draw is pre-drawn under the auspices of the M5PBA Tournament Committee.

  7. The order of bowling may be changed for each game (unrestricted line-up)

  8. Late bowlers shall start to bowl and count only from the time of arrival, regardless of the reason.

 9. Only coaches and bowlers competing in the event shall be permitted in the bowlers’ enclosure.

 10. Only a bowler taking their regular turn in the line-up shall be allowed on the approach at any
given time.  All other bowlers and the coach must remain off the approach to the side or behind
the score stand.

 11. For interpretation of any rules or controversy of any kind, stop play on your set of lanes and call
the Judge of Play IMMEDIATELY.

 12. The Judge of Play shall make all rulings and all decisions shall be subject to appeal to the
Provincial Association Tournament Committee.

 13. The top three (3) men and top three (3) ladies based on scratch scores bowled at the Provincial
Championship will advance to the National Championship.

 14. In the event of a tie for any of the top four (4) positions (male or female), a one (1) game roll-off
shall be held using a stepladder format.

 15. National Coach Selection for Youth Challenge:

A. Two coaches will be selected to coach the Manitoba Team at the National
Championships.  Both coaches must be Introduction to Competition (Level II) Certified
(on or before November 30, 2011) and be a current C5PBA member in good standing.
ALL COACHES MUST HAVE COMPLETED THEIR RESPECT IN SP ORT
PROGRAM, THROUGH SPORT MANITOBA. One coach must be a member of
the M5PBA Board of Directors, while the other coach will be selected from among all
coaches who submitted an application to coach a Zone Team, provided that they are
present at the Provincial Tournament

B. Coaching selection will be made by secret ballot of the M5 Board of Directors, not in
contention, at the end of the tournament, for announcement at the banquet.  If there is not
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a majority of the Board of Directors present, an e-mail vote will be completed by the
Tournament Director at the earliest convenience.  Coaches, Zone Presidents, Tournament
Directors and bowlers will be notified as soon as possible.

C. Coaching applications must be received by the Tournament Director PRIOR TO THE
START of the Provincial Championships.

D. Where possible, a “Board of Director Coach” will alternate each year based on gender.

16. All Coaches and Participants of the Youth Challenge Provincial Championships must attend all
functions and events associated with the Championship.

NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

1. The National Championships shall be held March 23-26, 2012 in Winnipeg, Manitoba

 2. If a bowler on the team is unable to compete in the National Championship, the team roster must
be filled by the next eligible qualifier from the Provincial Championship.

3. Each team (Men's, Ladies or Mixed) must be dressed uniformly.    Pants ** or skirts shall 
           be black in color and of the same design with a straight hemmed bottom (no fluorescent 
           colours, denim, stirrups, shorts, spandex, leggings, harem, ruggers, or sweat pants of any 
           kind.) The pants, skirts shall not be faded, torn, ripped, contain studs or pockets on the legs.
           
           Bowling shirts or blouses to be of the same design in registered Provincial Association 
           colors with appropriate provincial and bowler identification

           Bowlers may have up to twenty-four (24) square inches of sponsorship logos and or   
           identification on each shirt.  Sponsors may vary between individuals. 
 
       No hats or caps or headgear will be allowed unless worn for religious or medical reasons

*Pants - dress or casual pants, such as Dockers, Denver Hayes, Starter, Pacer or C5 pants are
included.

Penalty: Failure to adhere to the dress code rule will result in a maximum fine of $100.00 per
individual being levied against the provincial association.

 4. No crests, symbols, or advertising, etc. of any sponsor must not be in conflict with
sponsors of the C5PBA.

 5. All provincial teams will compete in a single round robin match play competition.

 6. The lane draw is pre-drawn under the auspices of the Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association
Tournament Committee.

 7. There shall be a minimum five (5) minute warm-up preceding each block.

 8. In each game of the competition, five (5) players shall bowl and five (5) scores shall count.
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 9. The starting line-up for the first (1st) game only of the match play qualifying round must not
include a replacement bowler - i.e.:  the line-up must be five (5) original qualifiers from the
Provincial Championship.

10. In each game, the team assigned by lane draw to the RIGHT-HAND lane shall be the "HOME"
team and the team on the LEFT-HAND lane shall be the "AWAY" team.  The coach for the
"AWAY" team is obliged to submit the line-up for a game before the line-up for the "HOME"
team is submitted.

11. Any team that does not have a full complement of bowlers shall bowl only with the bowlers on
hand.  Late bowlers shall start to bowl and count only from the time of arrival, regardless of the
reason.

12. Only bowlers competing in the event, coaches, and tournament officials shall be permitted in the
bowlers’ enclosure.

13. Only a bowler taking their regular turn in the line-up shall be allowed on the approach at any
given time.  All other bowlers on the team and the coach must remain off the approach to the side
or behind the score-stand.

14. Only non-playing coaches shall be allowed to coach.  "Coach" designation shall appear on the
shirt or blouse.

15. All games shall start when the Judge of Play gives the starting signal (see Rule #16).

16. Any bowler who throws a ball prior to the starting signal shall be assessed a fifteen (15) pin
penalty.  If the bowler is a non-starter, the fifteen (15) pin penalty shall be assessed against the
team.  Any ball or balls thrown shall be declared a dead ball.

17. Lead-off bowlers shall not start the next frame until their anchor bowler has finished.  A penalty
of fifteen (15) pins shall be assessed said bowler for violating this rule and the ball or balls
thrown shall be declared "dead".

2. Substitutions may be made at any time, but the bowler being substituted may not bowl again in
the same game.

19. The order of bowling may be changed for each game (unrestricted line-up and substitution).

20. Any article falling from a bowler's person on or over the foul line during delivery of the ball is a
FOUL.  Call the Judge of Play to retrieve any such article.

21. For interpretation of any rules or controversy of any kind, stop play on your set of lanes and call
the Judge of Play IMMEDIATELY.

22. Flagrant violation of any rule may result in penalties being assessed by the Canadian 5 Pin
Bowlers' Association's Tournament Committee.

23. The Judge of Play shall make all rulings and all decisions shall be subject to appeal to the
Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association's Tournament Committee.
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24. At the completion of each game, teams shall remain at their respective lanes.  When instructed to
do so, they shall move to their next lanes as per the lane draw.  The lead-off bowler shall await
the starting signal.

25. Team score recap forms and score-sheets must be signed by the coach after each game.  Score
sheets filled out improperly or not signed may result in a penalty of one (1) point being assessed
against the team.

26. A match play format shall be used to determine the qualifiers and champions.  Each bowler who
beats his/her opponent on the opposing team shall receive one (1) point.  Three (3) points shall be
awarded to the team with the higher pinfall for the game, making a total of eight (8) points
maximum for the game.

RESULTS: Team A - 3 match points plus 3 pinfall points = 6 points

27. In the event of a tie between teams or individuals in any game during match play in the team
events, all available points shall be divided equally between the tied teams or individuals.

28. The top four (4) teams, based on points accumulated in the match play qualifying round, will
advance to the Championship Stepladder Final.  The gold medal match will be a two game
playoff with the first (1st) place qualifying team being required to win only one game to be
declared champions.  The fourth (4th) place qualifying team will play the third (3rd) place
qualifying team, the winner of that match will play the second (2nd) place qualifying team, and the
winner of that match must defeat the first (1st) place qualifying team twice to be declared
champions.  In the event of a 4-4 tie, another game will be bowled.

29. In the event of a tie or ties in total points for any positions after completion of the round robin
match play qualifying round, the ties shall be broken by reverting back to the game bowled
between the teams involved in the tie, and on a points won or lost basis, the higher placing shall
be decided.  If a tie still exists, the team with the most pin-fall for the game bowled between the
tied teams shall receive the higher placing.
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COACHES INSTRUCTIONS

All coaches assigned to teams in the C5PBA Youth Challenge Championships must be a current
C5PBA member in good standing and must be registered with their respective Provincial
Association as having completed all required courses for FULL LEVEL 2 CERTIFICATION as a
5 Pin Bowling Coach. IN MANITOBA, SELECTED COACHES MUST HAVE
COMPLETED THE RESPECT IN SPORT PROGRAM THROUGH SPORT
MANITOBA . 

 1. Coaches are responsible for providing each team member and team scorekeeper with his/her lane
pass.

 2. Coaches are to make sure their team knows at what times and on what lanes they bowl (see
Official Program and Coach's Manual).

 3. All bowlers are required to be at the lanes twenty (20) minutes prior to bowling.  Coaches must
contact the Chief Judge of Play or Tournament Official to register their bowlers prior to bowling.

 4. Coaches are to make sure their bowlers are on hand for five (5) minute warm-up preceding each
block.

 5. Coaches should make sure all team members are dressed properly.

 6. Coaches are responsible for the conduct of their bowlers for the duration of the event:   (event is
defined as 'from the time you leave home until the time your return home').

 
- alcoholic beverages may not be consumed during the event

- chemical depressants or stimulants (performance enhancing drugs) may not be consumed
during the event

- intoxicated bowlers or coaches shall be removed from the competition and may be
suspended for the remainder of the tournament

 
- no food or beverages are allowed in the bowlers’ enclosure

- no smoking will be allowed while the tournament is in progress

 7. Coaches are responsible for watching the score for errors.  After a frame has been completed and
the next frame has been bowled, the score cannot be changed unless it is an obvious error in
addition.  The scorepad is the official score and it is the Coach’s responsibility to check it for
accuracy.  A team score sheet shall be provided and it is the Coach's responsibility to complete
and sign this after each game, thereby approving the score.  Failure to complete and sign this
form properly may result in a one (1) point penalty being assessed the team.

 8. The scorekeeper's decision regarding pinfall is FINAL.  Only if the scorekeeper is in doubt is the
Judge of Play to be called for a ruling.

 9. Lane courtesy should be observed at all times but should not be overdone.
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10. Substitutions must be reported to the opposing coach as well as to the scorekeeper who shall stop
the bowling on both lanes while the substitution is made.  (As a courtesy, bowlers in the process
of bowling a frame shall be allowed to complete the frame before bowling is stopped.)

11. In all team events, only bowlers competing in the event, coaches, and tournament officials shall
be permitted in the bowlers’ enclosure.

12. Only a bowler taking their regular turn in the line-up shall be allowed on the approach at any
given time.   Coaches and all other team members must remain off the approach to the side or
behind the scorestand.

13. A bowler who wishes to leave the bowlers enclosure must inform the Judge of Play.

14. The Coach is responsible for having his/her team line-up submitted to the official scorekeeper for
each game as quickly as possible.

15. Only Coaches will be allowed to discuss, dispute or protest any point pertaining to the
Championships with the Judge of Play.  Please inform the bowlers of this ruling in order to save
any unnecessary delays.

16. Coaches must not approach a member of the opposing team with a complaint.  If a complaint
arises, inform the scorekeeper who shall stop the bowling on both lanes and summon the Judge of
Play.

17. Coaches are not allowed to compete in any event.

18. Coaches are responsible for having all bowlers arrive on time and in uniform at the Victory
Banquet.

19. Coaches should make their bowlers aware of all rules as violations may result in penalties being
assessed or suspensions from the Championships.

20. The use of chants, songs, cheers, etc. which contains profanity, slanderous remarks or words
which are deemed detrimental to the image of 5 Pin Bowling will not be allowed.  Use of such
illegal chants will result in forfeiture of game and repeated violation of this rule shall lead to
suspension from competition.

21. The use of profanity, of any nature, will NOT be tolerated!  A warning will be given, however, if
use is continued, the offender will be suspended from competition.

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HIGH-LOW DOUBLES 5 PIN BOWLING CHAMPIONSHIPS

F O R M A T

The High-Low Doubles 5 Pin Bowling Championships consist of four (4) steps:

I League Round
II House Round (Optional)
III Zone Finals
IV Provincial Championships

GENERAL RULES

1. Open to all Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association members Sixteen (16) years of age and over as of
DECEMBER 31, 2011.

2. Entry fees to be determined by the Zone Association.

3. Each league using averages as of 2 weeks prior to starting of the League Round (based on a minimum
of 9 games) shall select their doubles teams (see League Round Rule #4) as follows:

a) Highest average bowler in the league paired with the lowest average bowler.

b) Second highest average bowler in the league paired with the second lowest average
bowler, and so on, until all of the bowlers have been paired.

EXAMPLE:   37 Bowlers in a League

Number bowlers #1 to #37 according to averages with the highest average bowler being #1.

The #1 bowler (highest average) is paired with the #37 bowler (lowest average).  The #2 bowler is
paired with the #36 bowler, and so on, which will leave the #19 bowler without a partner.  This
bowler shall be paired with the #18 bowler thus giving bowler #18 two (2) partners.

Bowlers who bowl regularly in two (2) or more leagues in the same centre, or who bowl in two (2) or
more centres, may enter in each league or centre and compete in the League Round and Zone Finals
in each league or centre, provided the scheduling of same permits, but shall only be permitted to bowl
once in the Provincial Championships.

4. Only averages established under Official Rules of the Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association shall be
accepted.

5. This event is a doubles beat-your-average tournament.

6. FLAT SCORES shall be used in all rounds.

7. Replacements shall be allowed in all rounds (except the League Round).

8. A replacement team must be the next eligible team in order of finish from the preceding round.
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9. A replacement bowler must be the next eligible bowler in order of finish from the preceding round
provided that the replacement bowler is from the same league and also of equal average rating as the
bowler being replaced.

10. Equal average rating means the high average bowler on the team may only be replaced by the high
average bowler from another team.  This rule also applies for the low average bowler.

11. If the next eligible bowler is not from the same league as the bowler being replaced then revert back
to each preceding round until the criteria is met.

12. If a bowler misses a game or games they shall be allowed 95% of their average for any games
missed.

13. Scores and averages of winners in all rounds shall be authenticated and checked thoroughly.  Any
falsification or misrepresentation of scores or averages, knowingly or unknowingly, shall result in
automatic disqualification.

14. Final results shall be officially checked and audited.

15. Personal bowling balls may be used if facilities permit.  House balls must be used if the bowlers'
personal bowling balls have not been returned (no delay of game). The use of personal bowling balls
is at the bowlers' own risk.  The proprietor shall not be liable for any damages to personal bowling
balls.

Personal bowling balls may be randomly inspected at any time during the tournament or on
completion of the tournament.  Personal bowling balls must meet the specifications as set by the
C5PBA.  Weight to be not less than 3lbs. 4 ounces and not greater than 3 lbs. 10 ounces.  Diameter to
be not less than 4 3/4 inches and not greater than 5 inches. (See C5PBA rule book - Section A,
Rule 6)

Penalty:  Any scores rolled using non-regulation equipment in sanctioned league or tournament
competition shall be disqualified for C5PBA Record or High Score Awards and/or shall nullify    
scores being used in qualifying for C5PBA sanctioned tournaments.

Should a question arise regarding the legality of a ball, the Tournament Committee has final say.
Appeals/complaints regarding personal bowling balls may be made following the procedure outlined
in the C5PBA Rule Book (Section A, Rules 18 & 19).

16.  Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association rules shall apply in all rounds except in the League Round
where league rules shall apply.

17.  In case of any dispute, the decision of the M5PBA Tournament Committee shall be final.

LEAGUE ROUND

1. Doubles teams shall bowl the number of games normally bowled by that league in the four week
period (as set by the M5PBA) during regular league play between dates of October 1, 2011 –
March 11, 2012.

2. PRE-BOWL SCORES MAY BE ACCEPTED in the League Round, provided that the league
allows pre-bowling.

3. Entrants must use their league average as of 2 weeks prior to the League Round, with a minimum
of nine (9) league games having been bowled.

4. Leagues with teams that play with a substitution format and carry extra members, may adjust the
format so that all members are eligible to participate.

                                    Example: The bowler that does not start the game would be considered the same as
absent and would count 95% of their average.  A player that starts the game but
does not finish, would be given the final score of the game that they had started.

5. Spare bowlers are ineligible unless they can compete until the final week.

6. Teams shall bowl each of the four weeks using running scores.  No team will be eliminated until
the final week.

7. Number of teams advancing to the next round to be at the discretion of the Zones.

8. In the final week, the team with the most pins over or closest to its average in the four week
period, shall be declared League Champions and advance to the next round.

9. In the event of a tie after the final week, the tied team beating its average by the most pins the
final week shall receive the higher placing.  If all teams fail to beat their average, the team tying
or coming closest to their average in the final week shall receive the higher placing.

HOUSE ROUND (OPTIONAL)

1. The House Round shall consist of a minimum of three (3) games.

2. Average date to used as of Two weeks prior to House Round

3.          The Format is to be at the discretion of the Zone Association.

ZONE FINALS

1. All League Round qualifiers (doubles teams) in a Zone shall bowl a minimum of three (3) games
on or before March 25, 2012 in a centre designated by the Zone Association. 

2. All bowlers who compete in the Zone Finals must use their highest league average (if a bowler
bowls in more than one (1) league) as of March 11, 2011
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3. The team beating their average by the most pins shall be declared the "ZONE HIGH-LOW
DOUBLES CHAMPIONS" and shall advance to the Provincial Championships.  In addition
each Zone will advance five (5) additional teams for a total of six (6) to the Provincial
Championships

4. In the event a bowler is absent, see General Rules #9 for replacement procedures.

5. In the event of a tie for first (1st) place a one (1) game roll-off between the tied teams shall be
required to determine the winners.

6. In the event of a tie for any other position the team beating its average by the most pins in the last
game shall receive the higher placing.  If the teams failed to beat their average, the team tying or
coming closest to their average in the final game shall receive the higher placing.  If a tie still
exists, using the same rule, the scores of the preceding game shall be used to break the tie.

7.       A list of all zone competitors with C5PBA numbers must be submitted with list of Zone
qualifiers. 

PROVINCIAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

1. The Provincial Championships shall be bowled on April 21, 2012 at St. James Lanes, Winnipeg

2. All bowlers competing in the Provincial Championships must use their highest league average (if
a bowler bowls in more than one (1) league) as of Zone completion date, based on a minimum
of twenty-four (24) games having been bowled.

3. Only doubles teams declared as Zone Champions shall be eligible to compete in the Provincial
Championships.

4.  If a bowler misses a game or games at the Provincial Championships, rule #12 of the General
Rules will apply. The M5PBA Tournament Committee reserves the right to complete the field
and all decisions by this Committee shall be final.

5. Each team must be dressed uniformly.  Bowling shirts or blouses to be of the same design 
in registered Zone Association colours with appropriate province and bowler identification.
Pants ** or skirts or skorts shall be the same colour (black) and design with a straight 
hemmed bottom (no fluorescent colours, denim, stirrups, shorts, spandex, leggings, harem, 
ruggers, or sweat pants of any kind).  The pants, skirts or skorts shall not be faded, torn, 
ripped, contain studs or pockets on the legs.

      No hats or caps or headgear will be allowed unless worn for religious or medical reasons. 

Pants ** -- Dress or casual pants, such as Dockers, Denver Hayes, Starter, Pacer or C5
Pants are included.

Penalty: Failure to adhere to the dress code rule will result in a maximum fine of $100.00 per
individual being levied against the applicable Zone Association.

5. The Provincial Championships shall consist of six (6) games.

6. The lane draw is pre-drawn under the auspices of the M5PBA Tournament Committee.
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7. There shall be a five (5) minute warm-up.

8. Any article falling from a bowler's person on or over the foul line during delivery of the ball is a
FOUL. Call the Judge of Play to retrieve any such article.

9. For interpretation of any rules or controversy of any kind, stop play on your set of lanes and call
the Judge of Play IMMEDIATELY .

10. The Judge of Play shall make all rulings and all decisions shall be subject to appeal to the
M5PBATournament Committee.

11. The team beating their average by the most pins shall be declared the winners.  If all teams fail to
beat their average, the team tying or coming closest to their average shall be declared the winners.

12. In the event of a tie for first, second or third places a one (1) game roll-off shall be required to
determine the winners.

13. In the event of a tie for any other position, the team beating its average by the most pins in the
last game shall receive the higher placing. If the tied teams fail to beat their average, the team
tying or coming closest to their average shall receive the higher placing.  If a tie still exists, using
the same rule, the scores of the preceding game shall be used to break the tie.

14. The winning high – low doubles team shall receive a prize voucher valued at $1000 or an
80% cash payout on the value of the voucher.  Prizes are non-transferable.  Second place
will receive $300 each, third place will receive $150 each.

F O R M A T

The Inter-Provincial “220” Team Challenge Championships consist of four (4) steps:

  I League Round
 II Zone Finals
III Provincial Championships

GENERAL RULES

1. Open to all Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association members nineteen (19) years of age and over as of
DECEMBER 31, 2011.  

2. Entry fees to be determined by the Zone Association.

3. Based on 18 games, entrants must have a current average of 220 or under as of the date of entry in
the League Round.  The average cut-off date is two weeks prior to the League Round.

4. Only averages established under Official Rules of the Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association shall be
accepted.

5. Bowlers who bowl regularly in two (2) or more leagues may enter in each and compete in the League
Rounds in each.  If they qualify from more than one league, they shall be permitted to bowl more
than once in the Zone finals only if scheduling permits.  Bowlers may only qualify once for the
Provincial finals.

6. Format in all rounds to be based on pins over average.

7. In all rounds, if a bowler who qualified to advance is unable to compete in the next round, the
position will be filled by the next eligible man or lady, whichever is appropriate from the preceding
round.

8. Scores and averages of winners in all rounds shall be authenticated and checked thoroughly.  Any
falsification or misrepresentation of scores or averages, knowingly or unknowingly, shall result in
automatic disqualification.

9. Final results shall be officially checked and audited.

10. Personal bowling balls may be used if facilities permit.  House balls must be used if the bowlers'
personal bowling balls have not been returned (no delay of game). The use of personal bowling balls
is at the bowlers' own risk.  The proprietor shall not be liable for any damages to personal bowling
balls.  

      Personal bowling balls may be randomly inspected at any time during the tournament or on  
      completion of the tournament.  Personal bowling balls must meet the specifications as set 
      by the C5PBA.  Weight to be not less than 3lbs. 4 ounces and not greater than 3 lbs. 
      10 ounces.  Diameter to be not less than 4 3/4 inches and not greater than 5 inches. (See    
      C5PBA rule book - Section A, Rule 6)
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Penalty:  Any scores rolled using non-regulation equipment in sanctioned league or tournament
competition shall be disqualified for C5PBA Record or High Score Awards and/or shall nullify
scores being used in qualifying for C5PBA sanctioned tournaments Should a question arise
regarding the legality of a ball, the Tournament Committee has final say.  Appeals/complaints
regarding personal bowling balls may be made following the procedure outlined in the C5PBA
Rule Book (Section A, Rules 18 & 19).

11. Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association rules shall apply in all rounds.

12. In case of any dispute, the decision of the M5PBA Tournament Committee shall be final

LEAGUE ROUND

1. The League round shall consist of a minimum of three (3) games.  Leagues have the option of
bowling as many games as bowled during regular league play.

2. All entrants making or beating their average will advance to the Zone Round.  If less than 50% of the
entrants make or beat their average, then one (1) in two (2) entries (50% plus ties) or major fraction
thereof shall advance to the Zone Round from each league.

3. All bowlers who qualify under General Rule #3 are eligible to compete in this round.

4. Entrants must use their league average as of two (2) weeks prior to start of League Round with a
minimum of eighteen (18) league games having been bowled in any one league.

ZONE FINALS

1. All League Round finalists in a Zone shall bowl a minimum of four (4) games prior to January 22,
2012 in centres designated by your Zone Association.

2. All bowlers who compete in the Zone Finals must use their highest league average (if a bowler bowls
in more than one league) based on a minimum of eighteen (18) games having been bowled.  Average
cut-off is December 31, 2011.

3. Following the Zone Finals, the top 6 men and top 6 ladies based on the pins over average format will
form the three teams advancing to the Provincial finals. The top 2 men and top 2 ladies will form
Team # 1; the second 2 men and second 2  ladies will form Team # 2; the third 2 men and third 2
ladies will form Team # 3. 

4. In the event of a tie or ties in the Zone finals for the last qualifying position, the bowler with the most
pins over average in the final game will advance.  If a tie still exists, the most pins over average in the
previous game will qualify.

5. Zone Association will determine the cost of the Zone entry fee.

6. Each team advancing to the Provincial Finals must be accompanied by a fully certified Community
Coach. ALL COACHES MUST HAVE COMPLETED THE RESPECT IN SPOR T
PROGRAM THROUGH SPORT MANITOBA .
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7. On completion of the Zone Round, a complete list of ALL Zone Competitors is to be    
      Submitted to the M5PBA along with the Entry Forms and the Tournament Summary
      Form.  This list will be separated into male and female competitors and will include            
      the  C5PBA number.

PROVINCIAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

1. The Provincial Championships will be held on February 25, 2012 at Roxy Lanes, Winnipeg. 

2. All bowlers who compete in the Provincial Championship must use their highest league average
as of their Zone Completion Date based on a minimum of twenty-one (21) games having been
bowled.

3. The M5PBA Tournament Committee reserves the right to complete the field and all decisions
made by this Committee shall be final.

4. Dress Code as passed at C5 AGM:  Each team (Men’s. Ladies or Mixed) must be dressed
uniformly.  A female coaching a Men’s team can wear a skirt or skort, however a male
coaching a female team must wear pants.  Pants**, skirts or skorts shall be black in color
color with a straight hemmed bottom (no fluorescent colors, denim, stuirrups, shorts,
spandex, leggings, harem, ruggers or sweat pants of any kind).  The pants, skirts or skorts
shall not be faded, torn, ripped, contain studs or pockets on the legs.

Bowling shirts or blouses are to be of the same design in registered Zone Association colours
with appropriate Zone and bowler identification. 

       No hats or caps or headgear shall be allowed unless worn for religious or medical reasons.   

       Pants** --  Dress or casual pants, such as Dockers, Denver Hayes, Starter, Pacer or 
                         C5 Pants are included.

5. Sponsor identification will be allowed on the shirts if done tastefully and with the approval of the
M5PBA.

6. There shall be a fifteen (15) minute warm-up before the start of the tournament.

7. Late bowlers will start to bowl and count only from their time of arrival regardless of the reason.

8. An individual and team match-play format shall be used for the Provincial Championships.
Points will be issued as follows: One (1) point for each individual win and three (3) points for
each team total win for a total of seven (7) points per match.  Tied matches will be awarded as
half of the available points to each individual/team.

9. The Team who finishes the round robin with the most points will be declared the Provincial
Champions and they along with the 2nd place team will advance to represent Manitoba at the
Inter-Provincial National Championships in Hamilton, Ontario.

10. There will be a $250 assessment to all Bowlers & Coaches attending the National Championships
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11. The team on the left-hand lane will be designated as the AWAY team and must submit its line-up
first.  The team on the right-hand lane will be designated as the HOME team and will be allowed
to submit its line-up second.

12. If a team is short a bowler, they will count 90% of the missing bowler’s average for the team
total.  The opposing bowler must bowl at least 90% of his/her average in order to be awarded the
point for the match.  The absent bowler CANNOT win their point .

13. For interpretation of any rules or controversy of any kind, stop play on your set of lanes and call
the Judge of Play IMMEDIATELY.

14. The Judge of Play and Scorekeepers (where required) shall make all rulings and all decisions
shall be subject to appeal to the Provincial Association Tournament Committee.

15. It is the responsibility of the bowler to ensure that his/her score is correct.  The Official
Scorekeeper and/or the Judge of Play must solve any disputes.

NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP

1. The National Championship shall be held April 26 –29, 2012, Thunder Bay, Ontario 

2. All bowlers who compete in the Interprovincial National Championship must use their highest league
average (if a bowler bowls in more than one (1) league) as of February 16, 2010 based on a minimum
of twenty-four (24) games having been bowled.

3. Only teams declared as Provincial Champions shall be eligible to compete in the National
Championships.

4. The National Tournament Committee reserves the right to complete the field and all decisions by this
committee shall be final.  NOTE:  the National Tournament Committee shall consist of the National
Tournament Chairman and the C5PBA Tournament Committee.

5. Each team must be dressed uniformly.  A female coaching a Mens team can wear a skirt or skort,
however, a Male coaching a female team must wear pants.  Pants*, skirts or skorts shall be of the
same color with a straight hemmed bottom (no fluorescent colours, denim, stirrups, shorts, spandex,
leggings, harem, ruggers or sweat pants of any kind).  The pants, skirts or skorts shall not be faded,
torn, ripped, contain studs or pockets on the legs.

Bowling shirts or blouses must have a sleeve, collar and be of the same design in registered
Provincial Association colors with appropriate province and bowler identification.  A ladies style shirt
is permissible, and it can be with or without buttons.

Bowlers may have up to twenty-four (24) square inches of sponsorship logos and or identification on
each shirt.  Sponsors may vary between individuals.  Sponsors my not be in conflict with sponsors of
the C5PBA.

No hats or caps or other headgear are allowed unless worn for religious or medical reasons.

*Pants - dress or casual pants, such as Dockers, Denver Hayes, Starter, Pacesetter and C5 are included.
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Penalty: Failure to adhere to the dress code rule will result in a penalty being assessed for
each uniform infraction to the province as follows:  1st offence - $50.00, 2nd offence - $75.00,
3rd offence - $100.00.

6. The number of games to be bowled and the format of the event will be based on the number of teams
competing and will be determined by the National Tournament Committee.

7. The lane draw is pre-drawn under the auspices of the Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers’ Association
Tournament Committee.

8. In each game, the team assigned to the RIGHT HAND lane shall be the HOME team and the team on
the LEFT HAND lane shall be the AWAY team.  The coach for the AWAY team is obliged to submit
the line-up for a game before the line-up for the HOME team is submitted.

9. There shall be a five (5) minute warm-up preceding each block.  Teams coming off a bye will be
allowed to warm up when the other teams are in their 7th frame providing there are available lanes.  If
there are no lanes available, the National Tournament Committee shall advise.

The order of bowling (team line-up) may be changed for each game.  Once the line-up is entered on
the scoresheet at the start of every game, this is the order that must be bowled.

10. Lead off bowlers shall not start the next frame until their anchor bowler has finished.  Any ball or
balls thrown shall be declared “dead”.

11. Only bowlers competing in the event, coaches and tournament officials shall be permitted in the
bowling enclosure.

12. Any team that does not have a full compliment of bowlers shall bowl only with the bowlers on hand.
Late bowlers shall start to bowl and count only from the time of arrival regardless of the reason.

13. Only a bowler taking their regular turn in the line-up shall be allowed on the approach at any given
time.  Coaches and all other team members must remain off the approach.

14. Only non-playing coaches shall be allowed to coach.  “Coach” designation shall appear on the shirt or
blouse.

15. All games shall start when the Judge of Play gives the starting signal (see Rule #17).

16. Any bowler who throws a ball prior to the starting signal shall be assessed a fifteen (15) pin penalty.
Any ball or balls thrown shall be declared “dead”.

17. For interpretation of any rules or controversy of any kind, stop play on your set of lanes and call the
Judge of Play IMMEDIATELY.

18. Only coaches will be allowed to discuss, dispute or protest any point pertaining to the Championship
with the Judge of Play.

19. Coaches must not approach a member of the opposing team with a complaint.  If you have a dispute
of any kind, inform the scorekeeper or stop the bowling on both lanes and summon the Judge of Play.
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20. The Judge of Play shall make all rulings and all decisions shall be subject to appeal to the National
Tournament Committee.

21. Flagrant violation of any rule may result in penalties being assessed by the Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers’
Association Tournament Committee.

22. A match play format shall be used to determine champions.  Each bowler who beats his/her opponent
on the opposing team, based on the most pins over average, shall receive one (1) point.  Three (3)
points shall be awarded to the team with the higher pins over average total for the game, making a
total of seven (7) points maximum for the game.

23. If a team is missing a bowler, in the match play format, the opposing bowler to the absent position
must bowl at least 90% of his/her own average in order to receive the individual match play point.
The team with the absent bowler will be credited with 90% of the missing bowlers average for the
team total.  If the opposing bowler fails to win the individual point, the point will be awarded to the
missing bowler.

24. In  the event of a tie between teams or individuals in any game during the qualifying round, all
available points shall be divided equally between the tied teams or individuals.

25. In the event of a tie or ties in total points for any of the Top 2 positions after completion of the match
play qualifying round, a one (1) game roll-off shall be required to determine the winner on a match
play pins over average basis.  If three or more teams tie for any of the top three (3) positions, each
will bowl one game on their own set of lanes and the winners will be declared by total pins over
average.

26. There is  a Tournament Assessment  fee of  $700.00 if  the province is  sending one (1)  team and
$1,200.00 if the province is sending two (2) teams.  This money is used primarily for prize money for
the  winning  teams  and individual  awards.   All  expenses  to  attend  are  the responsibility  of  the
participating province and will be dealt with a predetermined by each provincial association.
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COACHES INSTRUCTIONS

All coaches assigned to teams in the 2010 C5PBA Interprovincial Championship must be a current
C5PBA member in good standing and must be registered with their respective Provincial Association as
having completed all required courses for COMMUNITY COACH CERTIFICATION as a 5 Pin Bowling
Coach by December 31, 2012. ALL MANITOBA COACHES MUST HAVE COMPLETEDTHE
RESPECT IN SPORT PROGRAM THROUGH SPORT MANITOBA.

1. Coaches are to make sure their team knows at what times and on what lanes they bowl (see Official
Program and Coach's Manual).

2. All bowlers are required to be at the lanes twenty (20) minutes prior to bowling.  Coaches must
contact the Chief Judge of Play or Tournament Official to register their bowlers prior to bowling.

3. Coaches are to make sure their bowlers are on hand for five (5) minute warm-up preceding each
block.

4. Coaches should make sure all team members are dressed properly.

5. Coaches are responsible for the conduct of their bowlers for the duration of the event:   (event is
defined as 'from the time you leave home until the time your return home').

 
- alcoholic beverages may not be consumed during the event

- chemical depressants or stimulants (performance enhancing drugs) may not be consumed
during the event

- intoxicated bowlers or coaches shall be removed from the competition and may be
suspended for the remainder of the tournament

 
- no food or beverages are allowed in the bowlers enclosure

- no smoking will be allowed while the tournament is in progress

6. Coaches are responsible for watching the score for errors.  After a frame has been completed and the
next frame has been bowled, you cannot change the score unless it is an obvious error in addition.
The scorepad is the official score and it is your responsibility to check it for accuracy.  A team score
sheet shall be provided and it is the Coach's responsibility to complete and sign this after each game,
thereby approving the score.  Failure to complete and sign this form properly may result in a one (1)
point penalty being assessed the team.

7. The scorekeeper's decision regarding pinfall is FINAL .  Only if the scorekeeper is in doubt is the
Judge of Play to be called for a ruling.

8. Lane courtesy should be observed at all times but should not be overdone.

9. Substitutions must be reported to the opposing coach as well as to the scorekeeper who shall stop
the bowling on both lanes while the substitution is made.  (As a courtesy, bowlers in the process of
bowling a frame shall be allowed to complete the frame before bowling is stopped.)
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10. In all team events, only bowlers competing in the event, coaches, and tournament officials shall be
permitted in the bowlers’ enclosure.

11. Only a bowler taking their regular turn in the line-up shall be allowed on the approach at any given
time. Coaches and all other team members must remain off the approach to the side or behind the
scorestand.

12. A bowler who wishes to leave the bowlers enclosure must inform the Judge of Play.

13. The Coach is responsible for having his/her team line-up submitted to the official scorekeeper for
each game as quickly as possible.

14. Only Coaches will be allowed to discuss, dispute or protest any point pertaining to the
Championships with the Judge of Play.  Please inform the bowlers of this ruling in order to save any
unnecessary delays.

15. Coaches must not approach a member of the opposing team with a complaint.  If you have a dispute
of any kind, inform the scorekeeper who shall stop the bowling on both lanes and summon the Judge
of Play.

16. Coaches are not allowed to compete in any event.

17. Coaches are responsible for having all bowlers arrive on time and in uniform  at the Victory
Banquet.

18. Coaches should make their bowlers aware of all rules as violations may result in penalties being
assessed or suspensions from the Championships.

19. The use of chants, songs, cheers etc. which contain profanity, slanderous remarks or words which
are deemed detrimental to the image of 5 Pin Bowling will not be allowed.  Use of such illegal
chants will result in forfeiture of game and repeated violation of this rule shall lead to suspension
from competition.

20. The use of profanity, of any nature, will NOT be tolerated!  A warning will be given, however, if
use is continued, the offender will be suspended from competition.

1. Open to all Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association members nineteen (19) years of age and over as of
DECEMBER 31, 2011

2. Entry Deadline shall be determined by the Provincial Association.

3. Entry fees to be determined by the Zone Association.    

4. Any bowler who withdraws after having qualified for the Provincial Contingent shall be suspended
by the M5PBA from any further participation in this event.  Any bowler suspended under this rule
has the right to appeal to the M5PBA and may have the suspension repealed if an acceptable reason
for the withdrawal is provided in writing.  

5. A bowler who has withdrawn from the Provincial or National championship, shall not be replaced
unless the reason for withdrawal is submitted in writing and signed by said bowler at least seven (7)
days prior to the start of the event.  In extenuating circumstances, within the seven (7) day time limit,
refer to Rule #7.

6. Any bowler, who withdraws for any reason at any level of competition, forfeits the right to return
to competition in this event. (See rule 4 above.)

7. The M5PBA Tournament Committee reserves the right to complete the field and all decisions by this
committee shall be final (see Rule #5).

8. Personal bowling balls may be used if facilities permit.  House balls must be used if the bowlers'
personal bowling balls have not been returned (no delay of game).   The use of personal bowling
balls is at the bowlers' own risk.  The proprietor shall not be liable for any damages to personal
bowling balls.

9. Personal  bowling  balls  may  be  randomly  inspected  at  any  time  during  the  tournament  or  on
completion of the tournament.  Personal bowling balls must meet the specifications as set by the
C5PBA.  Weight to be not less than 3lbs. 4 ounces and not greater than 3 lbs. 10 ounces.  Diameter
to be not less than 4 3/4 inches and not greater than 5 inches. (See C5PBA rule book - Section A,
Rule 6)

Penalty: Any  scores  rolled  using  non-regulation  equipment  in  sanctioned  league  or
tournament  competition  shall  be  disqualified  for  C5PBA Record  or  High  Score
Awards and/or shall nullify scores being used in qualifying for C5PBA sanctioned
tournaments.
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Should a question arise regarding the legality of a ball, the Tournament Committee has final say.
Appeals/complaints  regarding  personal  bowling  balls may  be  made following  the  procedure
outlined in the C5PBA Rule Book (Section A, Rule 18 & 19). 

10. Any article falling from a bowler's person on or over the foul line during delivery of the ball is a
FOUL.  Call the Judge of Play to retrieve any such article.

11. Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association rules shall apply in all rounds.

12. In the case of any dispute, the decision of the M5PBA Tournament Committee shall be final.

13. The consumption of alcohol, chemical depressants or stimulants (performance enhancing drugs) are
prohibited during all levels of competition.  Bowlers and/or coaches who are found to be under the
influence of such substances will be suspended from the remainder of the competition.

14. The use of chants, songs, cheers, etc. which contain profanity, slanderous remarks or words which
are deemed detrimental to the image of 5 Pin Bowling, will not be allowed.  Use of such illegal
chants will result in forfeiture of game and repeated violation of this rule shall lead to suspension
from competition.

15. The use of profanity, of any nature, will NOT be tolerated!  A warning will be given, however, if use
is continued, the offender will be suspended from the competition.

ZONE FINALS

1. The Zone Finals shall be completed by January 31, 2012 in centres designated by the Zone
Association.

2. All bowlers must bowl in the Zone of the Principal Residence.

Definition: As a guide, Principal Residence shall  be the residence an individual uses for
taxation purposes, driver's license, etc.  Bowlers with more than one residence, such as commuters
living away from home for employment reasons and students living away from home for school
reasons, must contact the Provincial Office for a ruling.

B. Bowlers who currently compete in regular league play as a registered member of C5PBA
affiliated  leagues  in  both  the  Zone  of  their  principle  residence  and  another  Zone.  And  they
competed in regular league play in that other the zone the year prior, must indicate in which zone
they will compete in M5 Tournaments, by filing a “DECLARATION OF INTENT”

C. Bowlers that change their principle residence after competing in M5 Tournaments in a preceding
season for the Zone where their previous principle residence was located (Grandfathered Residence) may
submit  a “DECLARATION OF INTENT” to continue to compete in M5 Tournaments  for the Zone of
Grandfathered Residence on the condition that they have not competed in their Zone of Principle Residence
since their move, and the Zone of Grandfathered Residence accepts their Declaration of Intent.

A “DECLARATION OF INTENT” form must be signed by the Tournament Director of the Zone in which
the bowler wishes to compete and must be provided to the Provincial Tournament Director by OCTOBER
31st of the current bowling season.  If the “Declaration of Intent” is not filed by that date, the bowler must
compete in the Zone of principle residence 

3. The Zone Finals shall consist of a minimum of ten (10) games.

4. Each  Zone  Contingent  shall  consist  of  eighteen  (18)  participants  advancing  to  the  Provincial
Championship.

5. The Top 3 Ladies and Top 3 Men shall be the singles entrants.

6. The next 3 Ladies and 3 Men, along with the singles entrants, shall make up  the Men’s and Ladies
Teams

7. The next 3 Ladies and 3 Men will make up the Mixed Teams

8. In the event of a tie for 1st, 3rd or 6th qualifying positions, a one (1) game roll-off shall be held to
determine final placing.

9.  All coaches must have full Level 2 Certification as of December 31, 2011 and be a current C5PBA
member  in  good  standing.  NEW  FOR  THIS  SEASON,  ALL  COACHES  MUST  HAVE
COMPLETED THE RESPECT IN SPORT PROGRAM THROUGH SPORT MANITOBA. 

PROVINCIAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

1. The Provincial Championships shall be bowled April 5 –73, 2012 at Thunderbird Bowl, Brandon

A. If  a Singles qualifier is unable to compete at the Provincial Championships, he fourth place
qualifier shall move up into the third place qualifying as a singles competitor.

B. In the event that a participant withdraws prior to the DEADLINE FOR INFO DATE , each
member of the zone contingent will move up one position on the teams. Once the DEADLINE
FOR INFO DATE has passed the alternate must be used.

       C.. In  the event  that  a zone qualifier  is  unable to compete at  the Provincial  Championships, all
positions on the contingent shall be filled by the tenth (10th) placed qualifier, (male or female, as
required), from the Zone Finals (See General Rule #5).

Penalty:     Failure to adhere to the dress code rule will result in a maximum fine of $100.00 per
individual being levied against the zone association.   

2. No crests, symbols, or advertising, etc. of any sponsor other than a sponsor approved by the M5PBA
may be worn.

 3. The lane draw is pre-drawn under the auspices of the M5PBA Tournament Committee.

 4. There shall be a fifteen (15) minute warm-up preceding each block.    

 5. All games shall start when the Judge of Play gives the starting signal (see Rule #29).

6. All  Singles Competitors (men and ladies)  shall  bowl a qualifying round consisting of  Ten (10)
games.  At the conclusion of the qualifying round the top five (5) men and five (5) ladies based on
total  pinfall  shall  advance to a stepladder match play final  to determine the Provincial  Singles
Champions who will represent Manitoba at the Nationals Championships and bowl in Singles only.
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7. In the event of a tie for any of the five (5) stepladder positions, a one (1) game roll-off shall decide
the higher placing using a stepladder format.

8. In  the event  of  a  tie  during the stepladder  finals,  an  extra  game or  games shall  be bowled to
determine the winner

9. A singles competitor  may select  a  coach to  accompany them in the bowler's  enclosure for  the
stepladder ONLY.  The selected coach must be dressed in a zone uniform and if not part of a zone
contingent, the bowler will be responsible for any additional costs.  The selected coach MUST be a
FULLY CERTIFIED LEVEL 2 COACH and be a current C5PBA member in good standing.  AS
WELL, THE COACH MUST HAVE COMPLETED THE RESPECT IN SPORT PROGRAM
THROUGH SPORT MANITOBA.

10. Teams will bowl 6 games against each team.  3 Rounds will be bowled on Thursday evening, 12
rounds on Friday and 3 rounds on Saturday morning.  The Thursday/Saturday matches will be half
set of matches

Top two teams in each Division will advance to the stepladder with the top team needing to be
beaten twice.  Men’s and Ladies Team Champions will advance to the Canadian Open as an
intact team.  The Mixed team Champions are Provincial Champions, however, Mixed Team for
the Nationals will be made up of the Top 3 Men and Top 3 Ladies by average (minimum 80% of
frames bowled during the team round robin-this is 96 frames) who are not otherwise qualified for
the Nationals (bowlers not from winning Men’s & Ladies Teams or Singles Champions)

The Mixed Team Bowlers will  select their coach from a list provided by the M5PBA Board
immediately following the competition.

Singles replacement would be as follows
a. If the Singles Champion chooses to bowl on the team, the singles runner-up becomes

our representative
b. If the Singles Champion chooses to bowl singles, the team spot is to be filled from

within the Zone.  The replacement will be the bowler who is the top man or lady by
average (minimum 80% frames bowled during the team round -this is 96 frames)
from that Zone at the Provinicials.  Note: this may cause the 4th top man or lady by
average as the case may be, to fill a vacated spot on the National Mixed Team.

c.  Replacements to the Men’s or Ladies Team following submission of the contingent
to the National Tournament Chair shall be filled by the tenth (10th) place qualifier,
(male or female as required) from Zone Finals (see rule #5)

d. Replacements  to  the Mixed Team following submission of  the  contingent  to  the
National Tournament Chair shall be filled by the next top man or Lady by average
(using above format) from the Provincials

11. Any bowler who throws a ball prior to the starting signal shall be assessed a fifteen (15) pin penalty.
If the bowler is not in the starting line-up the penalty shall be assessed against the team.  Any ball or
balls so thrown shall be declared "dead".

12. Lead-off bowlers shall not start the next frame until their anchor bowler has finished.  A penalty of
fifteen (15) pins shall be assessed said bowler for violating this rule and any ball or balls so thrown
shall be declared "dead".
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13. In  all  events  only  bowlers  competing  in  the  event,  coaches,  and tournament  officials  shall  be
permitted in the bowlers’ enclosure.

14. Only a bowler taking their regular turn in the line-up shall be allowed on the approach at any given
time.   

15. Each  Team will  be  allowed  to  have  a  designated  coach  who  will  be  allowed  to  move  freely
throughout the bowlers enclosure.

16. Only non-playing coaches shall be allowed to coach. A "Coach" designation shall appear on the shirt
or blouse.

17. Bowlers who wish to leave the bowlers enclosure should inform the Judge of Play.

18. No food or beverage of any kind shall be permitted in the bowlers’ enclosure.  Bowlers or coaches
violating this rule may be removed from the tournament by the Judge of Play.

19. For interpretation of any rules or controversy of any kind, stop play on your set of lanes and call the
Judge of Play IMMEDIATELY.

20. Flagrant violation of any rules may result in penalties being assessed by the Provincial Association
Tournament Committee.

21. The Judge of Play shall make all rulings and decisions shall be subject to appeal to the Provincial
Association Tournament Committee.

22. At the completion of each game, bowlers shall remain at their respective lanes.  When instructed to
do so, they shall move to their next lanes as per the lane draw.  The lead-off bowler shall await the
starting signal.

23. Scoresheets must be signed by the Coaches after each game.  

24. All Contingents shall be composed of the winners from the Provincial Championships.  Only singles
qualifiers or teams declared as Provincial Champions shall be eligible to participate in the National
Championships. (For clarification of teams see Zone Finals Rules # 9-10).

25. Criteria for All-Star Selection:  Winners of Singles are automatically included.  The top four (4)
averages based on a minimum of 80% of qualifying frames will be selected.

26. Coaches for the National Team shall be selected by the Bowlers at the conclusion of the tournament
from all applications received prior to the start of the event.

PERFECT GAME POT
All  Participants  in  the  Provincial  Championships  are  eligible  to  enter  the  Perfect  Game
Pot..Single Competitors may enter during the Singles competition but will only be eligible to win
if they roll a perfect game.  The High Score pot will be awarded to the score rolled during TEAM
competition only
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NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

The National Championships shall be bowled from May 29 – June 3, 2012 in Gatineau, Quebec  in a
centre designated by the Canadian 5 Pin Bowlers' Association.

If a singles qualifier is unable to compete at the National Championships the runner-up in the   Provincial
Championships shall be the singles competitor at the National Championships (see General Rule #5).

If a bowler on the Men's, Ladies' or Mixed team is unable to compete in the National Championships, the
team roster will be filled by the next eligible qualifier from the Provincial Championships.  

Each team (Men's, Ladies' or Mixed) must be dressed uniformly.  A female coaching a Men’s team
can wear a skirt or skort, however a male coaching a female team must wear pants.  Pants**,  Pants
or skirts shall  be the same colour and of the same design with a straight hemmed bottom. (no
fluorescent colours, denim, stirrups, shorts, spandex, leggings, harem, ruggers or sweat pants of
any kind)  The pants, skirts or skorts shall not be faded, torn, ripped, contain studs or pockets on
the legs.  

Bowling shirts or blouses must have a sleeve, collar and be of the same design in registered    
Provincial Association colors with appropriate Province and Bowler identification  A ladies 
style shirt is permissible, and it can be with or without buttons.

Bowlers  may  have  up  to  twenty-four  (24)  square  inches  of  sponsorship  logos  and  or
identification on each shirt.  Sponsors may vary between individuals.  Sponsors may not be      in
conflict with sponsors or the C5PBA.
No hats or caps or headgear will be allowed unless worn for religious or medical reasons.

** Pants – dress or casual pants, such as Dockers, Denver Hayes, Starter, Pacer or C5 Pants   
are  included.

Penalty: Failure to adhere to the dress code rule will result in a maximum fine of $100.00
per individual being levied against the Provincial association.

No crests, symbols, or advertising etc. of any sponsor other than a sponsor approved by the C5PBA may
be worn.  For the purposes of television, singles competitors must have a shirt that does not have sponsor
identification on the shirt.

Each province shall be eligible to declare  one male and  one female ONLY as an emergency   spare.
These bowlers must be named, in writing, prior to the Coach/Manager's Meeting and may only be used
with the approval of the Tournament Committee.  The bowler replaced shall not be allowed to compete in
any event for the balance of the tournament.

The lane draw is pre-drawn under the auspices of the National Tournament Committee.

There shall be a five (5) minute warm-up preceding each block.   

All games shall start when the Judge of Play gives the starting signal (see Rule #10).
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Any bowler who throws a ball prior to the starting signal shall be assessed a fifteen (15) pin penalty.  If
the bowler is a non-starter, the fifteen (15) pin penalty shall be assessed against the team.  Any ball or
balls so thrown shall be declared a dead ball.

 No food or beverages of any kind shall be permitted in the bowlers’ enclosure.   Bowlers or coaches 
 in violation of this rule may be removed from the tournament by the Judge of Play.

 The first (1st) round of the singles competition shall be a qualifying round of fifteen (15) games.
 The top five (5) men and five (5) ladies, based on total pinfall in the qualifying round, shall advance 
 to a stepladder final.

In event of a tie in the singles competition for any of the top five (5) positions after completion of the
qualifying round, a one (1) game roll-off shall decide the higher placing.  Aggregate points for all other
positions shall be divided equally.

In event of a tie in the singles competition during the stepladder finals, an extra game shall be bowled to
determine the winner.

A singles competitor may select a coach to accompany them in the bowler's enclosure.  The selected
coach must be dressed in the uniform of the province and if not part of a provincial contingent, the bowler
will  be  responsible for  any additional  costs.   The selected coach MUST be a FULLY CERTIFIED
LEVEL II  COACH and a current C5PBA member in good standing.  ALSO, THE COACH MUST
HAVE COMPLETED THE RESPECT IN SPORT PROGRAM THROUGH  SPORT MANITOBA.

Each team in the Qualifying Rounds shall bowl every other team at least twice in a Round Robin format
using the individual and team match play system.

The Men's and Ladies' teams shall consist of six (6) players each.  Mixed teams shall consist of six    (6)
players each -- i.e.  Three (3) men and three (3) ladies.  (For clarification of teams, see Zone Finals rules 4
- 7.)

In all team events, bowl five (5) and count five (5).

The starting line-up for the first (1st) game only of any team event must not include a     replacement
bowler -- i.e.:  the line-up must be five (5) original qualifiers from the Zone Finals.

In each game the team assigned by lane draw to the RIGHT-HAND lane shall be the "HOME" team and
the team on LEFT-HAND lane shall be the "AWAY" team. The coach for the "AWAY" team is obliged
to submit the line-up for a game before the "HOME" team is submitted.

Any team that does not have a full complement of bowlers shall bowl only with the bowlers on hand.
Late bowlers shall start to bowl and count only from the time of arrival, regardless of the reason.  This
rule also applies to the singles competitors.

In  all  team events  the  order  of  bowling  may  be  changed  for  each  game  (unrestricted  line-up  and
substitution).  Mixed team line-ups must consist of a minimum of two (2) ladies and two (2) men bowling
at all times with a maximum of five (5) bowlers bowling.

Substitutions may be made at any time, but the bowler being substituted may not bowl again in the same
game.  One (1) substitution per game shall be allowed in the team events.
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In  all  team events,  only bowlers  competing in the event,  coaches, and tournament officials shall  be
permitted in the bowlers’ enclosure.

Only non-playing coaches shall be allowed to coach.  "Coach" designation shall appear on the shirt or
blouse.

Lead-off bowlers shall not start the next frame until their anchor bowler has finished.  A penalty of fifteen
(15) pins shall be assessed said bowler for violating this rule and the ball or balls shall be declared "dead".

Only a bowler taking their regular turn in the line-up shall be allowed on the approach at any given time.
All other bowlers on the team and the coach must remain off the approach to the side or behind the score
stand.

Any article falling from a bowler's person on or over the foul line during delivery of the ball is a FOUL.
Call the Judge of Play to retrieve any such article.

For interpretation of any rules or controversy of any kind, stop play on your set of lanes and call the Judge
of Play IMMEDIATELY.

Flagrant  violation  of  any  rule  may  result  in  penalties  being  assessed  by  the  National  Tournament
Committee.

The Judge of Play shall  make all rulings and all decisions shall be subject to appeal to the National
Tournament Committee.

At the completion of each game, teams shall remain at their respective lanes.  When instructed to do so,
they shall move to their next lanes as per the lane draw.  The lead-off bowler shall await the starting
signal.

Team score sheets must be signed by the coach after each game.  Score sheets filled out improperly or not
signed may result in a penalty of one (1) point being assessed the team.

If the starting bowler is ahead when a substitution is made, the starting bowler gets credit for any match
point won.  If the starting bowler is behind when a substitution is made, the substitute bowler gets the
credit for any match point won.

A match play format shall be used to determine the qualifiers and Champions in all team events. Each
bowler who beats his/her opponent on the opposing team, shall receive one (1) point.  Three (3) points
shall be awarded to the team with the higher pinfall for the game, making a total of eight (8) points
maximum for the game.

In the event of a tie between teams or individuals in any game during match play in the team events, all
available points shall be divided equally between the tied teams or individuals.

The top four (4) teams, based on points accumulated in the match play qualifying round, will advance to
the Championship Stepladder Final.  The gold medal match will be a two game playoff with the first (1st)
place qualifying team being required to win only one game to be declared champions.  The fourth (4th)
place qualifying team will play the third (3rd) place qualifying team, the winner of that match will play
the second (2nd) place qualifying team, the winner of that match must defeat the first (1st) place qualifying
team twice to be declared champions.  In the event of a 4-4 tie, another game will be bowled.

In the event of a tie or ties in total points for any of the top four positions, after completion of the match
play qualifying rounds for any team event, the ties shall be broken by reverting back to the games bowled
between the tied teams and, on a points won or lost basis, the winners shall be declared. If a tie still exists,
the team with the most pinfall for the games bowled between the tied teams shall receive the higher
placing.  If a tie still exists, a one game roll-off will be held using the same format as described in Rule 35
above.  Aggregate points for all other positions shall be divided equally.

The National Aggregate Banner shall be awarded to the Provincial Association that finishes with the most
aggregate points based on the contingent's standing in all events:  Men's and Ladies' Singles; Men's,
Ladies' and Mixed teams.  Replicas of this banner shall be awarded to all members of the contingent.  The
Aggregate Point System to be used shall be as follows:

COACHES INSTRUCTIONS

All coaches assigned to teams in the C5PBA Open 5 Pin Bowling Championships must be a
current C5PBA member in good standing and must be registered with their respective Provincial

Association as having completed all required courses for FULL LEVEL II CERTIFICATION as
a 5 Pin Bowling Coach. ALL MANITOBA COACHES MUST HAVE COMPLETED THE
RESPECT IN SPORT PROGRAM THROUGH SPORT MANITOBA. 

 1. Coaches are to make sure their team knows at what times and on what lanes they bowl (see
Official Program and Coach's Manual).

 2. All bowlers are required to be at the lanes twenty (20) minutes prior to bowling.  Coaches must
contact the Chief Judge of Play or Tournament Official to register their bowlers prior to bowling.

 3. Coaches are to make sure their bowlers are on hand for five (5) minute warm-up preceding each
block.

 4. Coaches should make sure all team members are dressed properly.

 5. Coaches are responsible for the conduct of their bowlers:   
 

- alcoholic beverages may not be consumed during competition

- chemical depressants or stimulants (performance enhancing drugs) may not be consumed
during the competition

- intoxicated  bowlers  or  coaches  shall  be  removed  from the  competition  and  may be
suspended for the remainder of the tournament

 
- no food or beverages are allowed in the bowlers enclosure

- no smoking will be allowed in the bowlers enclosure

 6. Coaches are responsible for watching the score for errors.  After a frame has been completed and
the next frame has been bowled, you cannot change the score unless it is an obvious error in
addition.  The scorepad is the official score and it is your responsibility to check it for accuracy.
A team score sheet shall be provided and it is the Coach's responsibility to complete and sign this
after each game, thereby approving the score.  Failure to complete and sign this form properly
may result in a one (1) point penalty being assessed the team.

 7. The scorekeeper's decision regarding pinfall is FINAL.  Only if the scorekeeper is in doubt is the
Judge of Play to be called for a ruling.

 8. Lane courtesy should be observed at all times but should not be overdone.

 9. Substitutions must be reported to the opposing coach as well as to the scorekeeper who shall stop
the bowling on both lanes while the substitution is made.  (As a courtesy, bowlers in the process
of bowling a frame shall be allowed to complete the frame before bowling is stopped.)

10. In all team events, only bowlers competing in the event, coaches, and tournament officials shall
be permitted in the bowlers’ enclosure.

11. Only a bowler taking their regular turn in the line-up shall be allowed on the approach at any
given time.  Coaches and all other team members must remain off the approach to the side or
behind the scorestand.
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12. A bowler who wishes to leave the bowlers enclosure must inform the Judge of Play.

13. The Coach is responsible for having his/her team line-up submitted to the official scorekeeper for
each game as quickly as possible.

14. Only  Coaches  will  be  allowed  to  discuss,  dispute or  protest  any  point  pertaining  to  the
Championships with the Judge of Play.  Please inform the bowlers of this ruling in order to save
any unnecessary delays.

15. Coaches must not approach a member of the opposing team with a complaint.  If  you have a
dispute of any kind in any form shall stop the bowling on both lanes and summon the Judge of
Play.

16. Coaches are not allowed to compete in any event.

17. Coaches are responsible for having all  bowlers arrive on time and in uniform at the Victory
Banquet.

18. Coaches should make their bowlers aware of all rules as violations may result in penalties being
assessed or suspensions from the Championships.

19. The use of chants, songs, cheers etc. which contain profanity, slanderous remarks or words which
are deemed detrimental to the image of 5 Pin Bowling will not be allowed.  Use of such illegal
chants will result in forfeiture of game and repeated violation of this rule shall lead to suspension
from competition.

20. The use of profanity, of any nature, will NOT be tolerated!  A warning will be given, however, if
use is continued, the offender will be suspended from competition.
