Central Manitoba Bowlers Association - Tournament Guidelines

Tournament of Champions - Zone Level 

- Tournament sponsored by CMBA and is held at the close of each season to bring ALeague Champions" together for a windup.  (NOT PLAYOFF WINNERS)  League Champion teams (normally based on aggregate points) from Affiliated Leagues;

- Format - Pins Over Average;

- all C5 rules apply

- all bowlers must hold C5 Membership with CMBA at the time of tournament:

- 18 years of age or older B if bowler is under 18 years of age participating in this event, must be accompanied by an adult who has agreed to be and accepts responsibility;

- Teams must be intact teams from League Play, 2 original bowlers with a maximum of 3 substitutions or additions from the same League to bring the team to a 5 bowler team;

- There are 3 divisions: Mens, Ladies, Mixed Teams, plus High Lady and Man Singles competition;

- Teams consist of 5 bowlers.  Mixed team must have at least 1 man or 1 woman;

- The same 5 players shall bowl 3 games each; 

- The highest year end league average from all leagues must be used (not including roll-offs). A verified (signed) year end average is required of all bowlers

- 1 team entry from each League which has 8 teams or less in league;

- The first place Mens, Ladies, and Mixed Team of the previous year will be invited back to defend their title.  (Defending team is responsible for own entry fee.) These teams must have at least 3 original bowlers and are allowed up to 2 substitutions and/or additions to bring the team up to 5 bowlers;

 - In the event of a tie in team or single competition for any prize position, the higher placing of a team/individuals will be awarded to the team/individual bowling the higher pins over average in the final game.

- Medallions will be presented to the Top 3 Teams in each Category (Mens/Ladies/Mixed);

- Winning Teams will also have their Names added to the Annual Trophy;

- Individual Awards for Men and Ladies Singles  - Most Pins Over Average for 3 Games Total - will also be presented;

- During the Tournament, NO ALCOHOL SHALL BE CONSUMED DURING PLAY, by Bowlers or Officials at the Tournament.


C5 Rule -
Section C; Rule 6 - USE OF ALCOHOL/DRUGS (Page 50)

No Bowler, League or Tournament Official shall bowl or perform

their duties under the influence of alcohol or chemical depressants or 

stimulants;

- Entry Fee, Team Names, Bowler Names and Signed Year End Averages, and Money for extra Banquet Tickets must be received by the CMBA Secretary one week prior to the tournament.  Late entries NOT accepted.

- Entry fee, as determined at the Annual Meeting

- Tournament dates as determined at the Annual Meeting

Bowlers should be advised that banquet tickets are not transferable to guests, etc.   Bowlers reserving a banquet ticket in their name and not attending the banquet will be charged for the full price of the banquet ticket.
