Central Manitoba Bowlers Association - Tournament Guidelines

Youth Pepsi Challenge – Provincial Level (National - determined on a yearly basis)

Specific:
· Must be 13, but not 19, as of December 31 in the year of competition and residing in Central Zone; 

· Format: Total Pinfall;

· Entry Fee, as specified at the Annual Meeting;

· Zone date and location, as specified at the Annual Meeting

· Zone Round consists of 5 games;

· Top 8 Men and Top 8 Ladies in Zone advance to Provincials
· Waiver forms to be signed by parent/guardian and to be returned to CMBA before provincial tournament – parents to take full responsibility of children and providing transportation to the provincial tournament;

· At the Provincials bowlers compete as singles competitors, awards determined by Manitoba 5 Pin;

· Provincial and National Finals may/may not be combined, determined by Canadian 5 Pin;

General:

· Must hold C5 Membership with CMBA at the time of the tournament;

· All C5 Rules Apply;

· Bowlers attending the Provincial Tournament are required to wear the applicable Central Zone shirt and black dress pants.  This uniform is to worn throughout the competition and to the banquet, failure to do so may result in the forfeiture of awards/prizes.

· The CMBA executive orders zone shirts.  Bowlers that have the most recent style and request a new shirt will be charged for the full price of the shirt.  All other bowlers pay for 1/2 the cost of the shirt and CMBA pays for 1/2.  Bowlers to pay for their portion in advance of the event.

· CMBA representative must be present at the Provincial Tournament

· Depending on location of Provincial Tournament, CMBA may pay for a portion of bowlers hotel room.

· Lineage costs at the Zone Round is the bowlers responsibility

· Lineage costs and bowlers banquet tickets at the Provincials is paid by Manitoba 5 Pin Bowlers Association (funded through the annual Zone assessments.)

· Bowler pays for guest hotel rooms and guest banquet tickets prior to provincial tournament;
